Assessment results 
I am very please to tell you that our Year 6 pupils 
did well in the SATs assessments this year with 
significant increases in the percentage of children 

gaining Level 4 and above in English (85% against 
75% last year). The % getting level 5 this year was 
43% (2009 16%).  
 
Results in Maths and science were much the 
same as last year, but a real increase in % getting 
level 5 in Maths (49% - 40% in 2009). 
 
Year 6 Concert 
Our Year 6 pupils treated us all to a fantastic 

concert on the theme of “Newbury Park TV”.  
Every pupil took part in the production which 
showed how talented our pupils are in acting, 
singing and dancing.  
 
Absence from school 
Under new guidelines from Redbridge parents of 
pupils who are absent from school due to illness 
for 5 days or longer are now required to provide 
some medical evidence of the illness. This could 
be a note from the GP or other evidence, such as 
prescribed medication.
